Filtering 
by Flags 

When you click on any 
flag in the filter mode, it 
will be turned on. 
 
A second click on the flag 
turns it off. 
 
In this screen shot, all 
flags are off. 

   

 

 

I t’ s important to 
remember that you may 
have more than one flag 
on at a time.   I t pays to 
keep a close eye on those 

icons! 
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The following examples illustrate a number of possible combinations of Flag 
Filters as applied to a small collection of images.

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Here only the Unflagged-image Flag is turned on¼  

 

 

Only the rejects are shown here¼  
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The following screen shots show situations where more than one flag is on. 

Pick &  Unflagged Flags are both turned on

Unflagged &  Reject Flags are both turned on
